Environment 
Tackle issues of climate change, energy, air pollution, greenspace/nature, food production & distribution
Insulate homes to reduce energy bills, improve living conditions and reduce carbon production
Community Renewable energy to be rolled out; help schools install solar panels
Improve access to green gyms and allotments
Ultra Low Emission Zone (ULEZ) should be sooner, stronger and bigger (whole of London)

Transport 
Greater choice in ‘Green Modes’ of transport
London wide congestion charge pay as you go driving across whole of London
Step change for walking and cycling as proportion of trips
Road traffic reduction targets
Don’t generate more traffic as with, e.g. river crossings/orbital roads
Anti-rat running schemes on local streets
Freight consolidation
Car free developments/plan to reduce the need to travel
More tram links should be created in urban settings    
Roll out car clubs
Promote orbital public transport schemes. Outer London needs Orbital Light Rail – trams, extensions of DLR
Extend London Overground from Barking to Abbey Wood

Walking & cycling crossings from Rotherhithe and North Greenwich to Canary Wharf

Government says “economic growth” (i.e. increase GDP with banking etc.) but GLA powers (GLA Act 1999) say “economic development” – something different, perhaps 
 Neo-liberal economic model is fundamentally flawed (evidenced by 2007/8 crash) – yet its business as usual!
 Closing the gap between rich and poor
Alternative local currencies and Time Bank for Londoners
An economy plan must in the process of development and implementation “solve” the housing agenda
Employment/industry, but also other forms of work which are not for profit should be an equal priority in the London Plan as housing is at the moment, in terms of making land available, protection and targets. Holistic approach/more integrated strategy for housing, economy, employment, social equality. Develop proposals for GLA requirement for Socio economic Impact Assessment as standard for development plans on a site or a neighbourhood
Ways to quantify activities/ the economy of areas at correct point in process
 Develop counter narrative to housing for people also need jobs – housing is not just about numbers
What about SSEI (Sites of Special Economic Interest) just as there are SSSI (Sites of Special Scientific Interest) for nature
Local jobs in walking distance 
Deliberate dilapidation by landowners/lease holders should be penalised for blighting areas
No more “out of town” shopping developments anywhere in London
London Plan needs to recognise small and micro businesses. Map employment and local economies to argue for protection of small and micro businesses. Demonstrate that small & micro biZ increase bottom-line of big biZ
Define ‘affordable’ for workspace.
High Street Challenge Initiatives should not be for BIDs (Business Improvement Districts). All offers should include small SMEs
Are the diverse communities aware of effects In localities where diverse groups are the largest in population - local SMEs need protecting
Planners, Councils have poor regard for industrial activities – education needed
Are small industrial businesses getting good sources of capital from the commercial banks. Do we need a “London Industrial Bank”(either commercial or retail)
Retain small industrial units against luxury flat development high rise along canals in East London – Hackney and Tower Hamlets
Old industrial estates do eventually need renewing – does it inevitably mean high rents driving out existing businesses
Community representation on LEPs and other GLA boards looking at economy to ensure needs of communities, independent businesses and enterprises are represented
